Primary Schools 

Activity Title: ‘Early Flight and Military Aviation’ 
Activity duration: 45-50 minutes per group 
Suitable age groups: Year 3 to Year 6 
Numbers: maximum of 15 children per group (up to 4 groups per party) 
Availability: Monday to Friday. 
 

During a short introduction, the children will learn about the origins of the first flight and the subsequent 
development of aviation. Our Museum guides will then take the children on discovery tours of the various 
stages and applications of early flight development through to the use of aviation during both WWI and WWII. 
As part of this activity, the children will be guided through our ‘Gasbags to Super Zeppelins’ display to look at 
early military flight during WWI, followed by our ‘hands-on’ Handley Page Hangar and finish in our main T2 
Hangar to discover WWII bomber and fighter aircraft.  
 

Activity Title: ‘Hands-on WWII’ 
Activity duration: 45-50 minutes per group 
Suitable age groups: Year 3 to Year 6 
Numbers: maximum of 15 children per group (up to 4 groups per party) 
Availability: Monday to Friday. 
 

Using a carefully selected collection of historical items used in aviation during WWII, a Museum guide will bring 
them to life to tell the story of the people who flew military planes and discover what living conditions were like 
in England during wartime.  The hands on display will be complemented by a discovery tour of our WWII site 
and aircraft collection and access inside our Douglas Dakota DC3 aircraft (subject to aircraft availability).

A full Risk Assessment for school visits MUST be made by the Group Organiser prior to the visit and 
guidelines for this can be provided on enquiry. The Organiser takes responsibility for the conduct of the 
group whilst on site and there must be adequate adult supervision accompanying the group of at least one 
adult per 10 pupils / children and we accordingly offer these places on a complimentary basis. 
 
The main hazards are the risk of slips, trips and falls so orderly conduct is required at all times. There are 
significant risks in the hangars, due to low, sharp edges, equipment, etc., therefore aircraft / vehicle 
barriers MUST NOT be crossed unless specifically authorised and supervised by a member(s) of YAM 
staff. 
 
We request that, in general, and particularly if the NAAFI Restaurant facility is utilised, due consideration is 
given to our regular visitors and noise is kept to a minimum, over-boisterous and potentially hazardous 
activity is curtailed. This is an historic site and a Memorial to allied aircrews so should be treated with due 
respect and consideration.
